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Dear Unit-holder,

We are pleased to present you the following annual report for the ERSTE BOND INFLATION LINKED jointly owned fund 
pursuant to the InvFG for the accounting year from 1 June 2022 to 31 May 2023.

Even as the COVID-19 pandemic spreads, we are not losing sight of our responsibility to manage the assets entrusted 
to our care in a manner that maintains our ability to act on the capital markets and that enables us to make the best 
possible allocation decisions.

Modern technology also allows us to meet these obligations in full via teleworking.

Development of the Fund
Market report

The reporting period fell in one of the most turbulent phases for the financial markets in recent decades. This was due 
to rapidly rising inflation in many parts of the world and growing geopolitical tensions as well as the Russia-Ukraine war 
and the consequences that it brought to many countries in sectors including raw material supply, energy supply, and 
basic foodstuffs.

In March 2022, the US Fed began its efforts to tackle the inflation trend – which had often been seen as merely 
transitory, at least initially, as supply chains returned to normality – with a rate hike of 25 basis points. The pace of 
inflation was quickened further by the worsening of the Russia-Ukraine conflict and the uncertainty that it brought as 
a result of sanctions as well as disruption to energy supplies and constraints on the export of basic foodstuffs. Global 
trade flows were also disrupted further by the strict measures imposed as part of China’s zero-COVID policy, which saw 
major cities such as Shanghai, amongst other places, stuck in lockdowns that lasted several weeks. 

To prevent the appreciably high rates of inflation from being “baked in”, the Federal Reserve moved to increase its 
individual rate hikes to initially 50 and then 75 basis points, only returning to smaller increments towards the end of 
the year as overall and core inflation began to slow. The most recent rises have been of 25 basis points each time. This 
resulted in a 425-basis-point rise in the USA’s key rate over the reporting period as a whole. 

The central banks in many other countries likewise responded with unusually large and frequent key rate hikes of 
their own in order to prevent inflation – which had risen noticeably to a high level – from becoming “baked in”. As part 
of a more restrictive monetary policy, the European Central Bank had ended its net purchases under the PEPP – the 
purchase programme introduced in the wake of the pandemic – at the end of March 2022, with those under the Asset 
Purchase Programme (APP) being discontinued as of 1 July 2022. 

The ECB raised its key rate by 50 basis points and called a halt to its longstanding policy of negative interest rates 
following its meeting in July. September and October saw further hikes of 75 basis points in each case, with 50- and 
25-basis-point rises being agreed at the next two meetings. Redemptions under the APP – worth EUR 15 billion a 
month – stopped being reinvested in March 2023. The Eurozone key rate was increased by a total of 375 basis points 
over the reporting period. 

Concerns over energy supplies in Europe over the winter increased, especially during the months of last summer. 
Energy prices began to ease in late 2022 and are continuing to do so despite the high volatility. The Eurozone inflation 
trend paints a similar picture. 
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Total inflation peaked in October at over 10% year on year before falling and most recently stood at around 7%. However, 
core Eurozone inflation hardly dipped at all over the same period and could prove more stubborn than anticipated. 

Recession fears stoked by higher yield levels on the financial markets have increased markedly in recent times, due not 
least to the hard-to-predict ramifications of the uncertainty plaguing the banking sector. In mid-March, two US banks – 
Silicon Valley Bank and Signature Bank – were taken over by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation, the US deposit 
protection agency, to be wound up and sold, respectively. The US Fed has made extra liquidity available for US banks 
under specific conditions (the Bank Term Funding Program). The banks are now better able to offset withdrawals of 
deposits without having to post a loss on sales of bonds classed as “available for sale” or “held to maturity”. Global 
levels of USD liquidity were also increased temporarily in consultation with several central banks. 

This episode was followed shortly after by UBS acquiring Credit Suisse after action by the Swiss National Bank to 
strengthen the latter’s liquidity base had failed to calm the situation. Uncertainty in the banking sector eased somewhat 
towards the end of the reporting period.  

The yield on a ten-year German government bond was at around plus 1.12% at the beginning of the reporting period. 
The low was at around plus 0.78% in early August, but the yield had risen to plus 2.28% at the end of the reporting 
period on the back of rapidly accelerating inflation and the monetary policy measures taken to adjust interest rates. 
 
Investment policy

ERSTE BOND INFLATION LINKED is a bond fund investing in individual issues. The Fund invests in inflation-protected 
bonds. These securities have the advantage that future payments are continuously adjusted to the inflation rate. This 
preserves the present purchasing power of the money in future. The Fund invests primarily in government bonds and 
bonds from other top-rated European issuers. The maturity structure of the Fund is managed actively. Foreign currency 
risks are permanently and fully hedged versus the euro. 

The Fund’s performance over the reporting period is reflective of the highly volatile bond markets during this time. The 
tighter monetary policy measures and the sharp fall in inflation expectations that these ushered in generated some 
very considerable price fluctuations, particularly in the first half of the reporting period. The second half was one of 
less market volatility and increasingly stubborn inflation, which enabled the major price losses in the first few months 
to be reduced.

The spreads for France have hardly changed at all compared with the situation at the start of the reporting period 
despite fluctuations over the course of the year. The spreads for some peripheral countries such as Spain and Italy 
narrowed during the reporting period. The uncertainty surrounding the election victory of Eurosceptic frontrunner 
Giorgia Meloni in Italy’s parliamentary elections in September 2022 caused spreads to widen temporarily before 
narrowing significantly once again in recent months.   

ERSTE BOND INFLATION LINKED generated a negative performance of 1.79% (ISIN: AT0000619887) for the reporting 
period.

Principles governing performance-based remuneration components

The Management Company has adopted remuneration principles to prevent possible conflicts of interest and to ensure 
compliance with the standard rules of conduct when awarding remuneration to relevant persons.

Fixed salary components make up a large enough share of the total remuneration of all employees of the Management 
Company that a variable remuneration policy can be applied on an individualised basis. 

The total remuneration (fixed and variable components) is governed by the principle of balance and is linked to 
sustainability so that the acceptance of excessive risks is not rewarded. Therefore, the variable remuneration forms no 
more than a balanced portion of the total remuneration awarded to an employee.  

The performance-based remuneration components serve the short-term and long-term interests of the Management 
Company and contribute to preventing risky behaviour. The performance-based remuneration components take into 
account individual performance as well as the profitability of the Management Company.
The size of the bonus pool is calculated based on the bonus potential that can be applied to the different employee 
categories. Bonus potential is a percentage of the fixed annual gross remuneration. The bonus potential can be no 
more than 100% of the fixed annual gross remuneration. The bonus pool is adjusted depending on the success of 
the Management Company. The personal bonus is linked to individual performance. The total of personal bonuses is 
limited by the size of the bonus pool after deduction of penalties.

The performance-based payments are capped at 100% of the annual gross remuneration for all employees, including 
the material risk bearers (according to the definition in the remuneration policy) and managing directors of the 
Management Company.

The remuneration system is made up of three components:

1) Fixed remuneration
2) Variable remuneration 
3) Fringe benefits

The bonus potential is based on the fixed annual gross remuneration. The target agreements concluded with the 
employees contain qualitative and/or quantitative objectives. The payment of performance-based remuneration 
components is subject to a minimum profitability level for the Management Company and to performance targets.

Sixty per cent of the performance-based remuneration components are paid immediately; for employees who are 
involved directly in fund and portfolio management, 50% of this is paid immediately in cash and 50% is paid one year 
later in the form of non-cash instruments. The remaining 40% of the performance-based remuneration components 
are retained and paid out over a period of three years, with 50% of this also being paid in cash and 50% in the form 
of non-cash instruments for employees who are involved directly in fund and portfolio management. The non-cash 
instruments can consist of units in an investment fund that is administered by the Management Company, equivalent 
holdings or instruments linked to units, or equivalent non-cash instruments. Based on the principle of proportionality, 
the Management Company has set a materiality threshold below which there is no incentive to enter into inappropriate 
risks, for which reason there is no need to make delayed payment or payment in the form of a non-cash instrument. 
Other non-cash benefits are fringe benefits that are not associated with performance but with a specific position (e.g. 
company car) or that apply for all employees (e.g. holiday).

The Supervisory Board of the Management Company has set up a Remuneration Committee to ensure that the 
remuneration policy and its application are independently assessed. This committee consists of the following persons: 
Rudolf Sagmeister, Harald Gasser (remuneration expert), and Heinrich Hubert Reiner.

Mecklenburg-Vorpommern, Lower Saxony, North Rhine-Westphalia, Rhineland-Palatinate, Saarland, Saxony, Saxony-Anhalt,
Schleswig-Holstein, and Thuringia; or by the European Financial Stability Facility (EFSF) or the European Union (EU) may make
up more than 35% of the fund assets provided that the fund assets are invested in at least six different instruments, but an
investment in one instrument may not make up more than 30% of the total fund assets.
The Fund may purchase transferable securities and money market instruments that are not fully paid up as well as subscription
rights for these types of instruments and other financial instruments that are not fully paid up.

Transferable securities and money market instruments may be purchased for the Fund when they meet the criteria regarding
listing or trading on a regulated market or a securities exchange pursuant to the InvFG.

Transferable securities and money market instruments that do not meet the criteria described in the previous paragraph may
comprise up to 10% of the fund assets in total.

d) Units in investment funds

Units in investment funds (UCITS, UCI) may comprise up to 10% of the fund assets per individual issue and may comprise up
to 10% in aggregate total, provided that the target funds themselves (UCITS or UCI) do not invest more than 10% of their fund
assets in units of other investment funds.

However, in the course of the restructuring of the fund portfolio and/or in the case of the justified expectation of impending
losses experienced by transferable securities, the Fund can hold a proportion of transferable securities below the specified
limit and a higher proportion of demand deposits or deposits with the right to be withdrawn with a maximum term of 12 months.

h) Acceptance of short-term loans

The Management Company may accept short-term loans for the account of the Fund up to an amount of 10% of the total fund
assets.

j) Securities lending

Securities lending transactions may comprise up to 30% of the fund assets.

Investment instruments may only be purchased for the entire Fund and not for individual unit categories or groups of unit
categories.

Such transactions can also be concluded solely for a single
unit category. Expenses and income resulting from currency hedging transactions shall be allocated solely to the respective
unit category.

Article 4
Issue and Redemption Procedure

The unit value shall be calculated in the currency of the respective unit category.
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The unit value is calculated at the same time as the issue and redemption price.
Issue of units and front-end surcharge

The issue price will be calculated and units issued on each Austrian exchange trading day with the exception of bank holidays.

The issue price shall be made up of the unit value plus a surcharge per unit amounting to up to 3.5% to cover the costs incurred
by the Management Company in issuing the unit, rounded up to the next equivalent sub-unit of the currency unit specified for
the respective unit category in the prospectus.

The Fund features three different unit categories and the corresponding certificates: dividend-bearing units, non-dividend-bearing
units with capital gains tax payment, and non-dividend-bearing units without capital gains tax payment, with certificates being
issued for one unit each and also for fractional units.

Various unit categories may be issued for this Fund. The creation of unit categories and the issue of units of a specific category
shall be decided at the discretion of the Management Company.

Use of earnings for dividend-bearing units

The earnings generated during the accounting year (interest and dividends) less all costs can be distributed as deemed
appropriate by the Management Company. Dividend disbursement may be omitted in the interests of the Unit-holders. Dividends
may also be disbursed at the discretion of the Management Company from earnings generated by the sale of fund assets,
including subscription rights. Disbursements of fund assets and interim dividends may be paid.
The fund assets may in no case fall below the legally stipulated minimum volume for termination as a result of dividend
disbursements.

The amounts shall be paid to the holders of dividend-bearing units on or after 1 September of the following accounting year.
The remaining amount shall be carried forward.

An amount calculated in accordance with the InvFG must also be paid out on or after 1 September to cover the capital gains
tax assessed by the tax authorities on the dividend-equivalent earnings from the fund units unless the Management Company
provides suitable proof from the banks managing the corresponding securities accounts that the unit certificates can only be
held by Unit-holders who are not subject to Austrian personal income tax or corporation tax or who meet the conditions for
exemption from capital gains tax according to § 94 of the Austrian Income Tax Act (Einkommensteuergesetz) at the time of
payment.

Use of earnings for non-dividend-bearing units with capital gains tax payment (non-dividend-bearing units)

The earnings generated by the Fund during the accounting year less all costs will not be paid out. In the case of
non-dividend-bearing units, an amount calculated in accordance with the InvFG must be paid out on or after 1 September to
cover the capital gains tax assessed by the tax authorities on the dividend-equivalent earnings from the fund units unless the
Management Company provides suitable proof from the banks managing the corresponding securities accounts that the unit
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appropriate by the Management Company. Dividend disbursement may be omitted in the interests of the Unit-holders. Dividends
may also be disbursed at the discretion of the Management Company from earnings generated by the sale of fund assets,
including subscription rights. Disbursements of fund assets and interim dividends may be paid.
The fund assets may in no case fall below the legally stipulated minimum volume for termination as a result of dividend
disbursements.

Use of earnings for non-dividend-bearing units without capital gains tax payment (KESt-exempt non-dividend-bearing units)

The earnings generated by the Fund during the accounting year less all costs will not be paid out. No payment pursuant to the
InvFG will be made. The reference date for the exemption from KESt payment for the profit for the year for the purposes of the
InvFG shall be 1 October of the following accounting year.

The Management Company shall provide suitable proof from the banks managing the corresponding securities accounts that
the unit certificates could only be held by Unit-holders who are not subject to Austrian personal income tax or corporation tax
or who met the conditions for exemption from capital gains tax according to § 94 of the Austrian Income Tax Act
(Einkommensteuergesetz) at the time of payment.

If these requirements are not met at the time of payment, the amount calculated pursuant to the InvFG must be paid out by
the credit institution managing the respective securities account.

Article 7
Management Fee, Compensation for Expenses, Liquidation Fee

The Management Company shall receive an annual fee for its administrative activities amounting to up to 0.60% of the fund
assets as calculated and accrued on the basis of the daily fund volume. The fee will be charged to the fund assets once per
month.

The Management Company shall be entitled to compensation for all expenses incurred in the administration of the Fund.

The Management Company shall be entitled to apply a sliding management fee scale at its own discretion.

The costs for the introduction of new unit categories for existing investment funds shall be assessed against the unit price of
the new unit categories.

Upon liquidation of the Fund, the party processing the liquidation shall receive a fee in the amount of 0.5% of the fund assets.
