1. Objectives and Investment Policy
The objective of this Fund is to achieve reasonable capital growth.
The Fund will seek to achieve the investment objective by investing
primarily, either directly or indirectly, in equities, interest-bearing
debt securities or equivalent securities, while pursuing an active in-
dex and alpha strategy. In doing so, the Fund aims at an optimised
selection of the relevant markets within the parameters of the in-
vestment guidelines and at outperforming the indices (benchmarks)
that represent the individual markets (generation of “alpha”). The
investment policy also complies with the Swiss restrictions for capit-
al investments of institutions operating pension schemes. The Fund
may invest in derivatives (financial instruments derived from other
securities or assets) for hedging purposes, efficient portfolio man-
agement and / or investment purposes.
