This fund is managed by Schroder Investment Management (Europe) S.A., which is a member of the Schroders Group.

Objectives and investment policy

Objectives

The fund aims to provide capital growth in excess of the MSCI Emerging
Markets Europe 10/40 (Net TR) Index after fees have been deducted over a
three to five year period by investing in equities of Central and Eastern
European companies.

Investment policy

The fund is actively managed and invests at least two-thirds of its assets in
equities of Central and Eastern European companies including the markets of
the former Soviet Union and the Mediterranean emerging markets.

The fund may also invest in equity and equity related securities of North African
and Middle Eastern companies.

The fund may also invest up to one-third of its assets directly or indirectly in
other securities (including other asset classes), countries, regions, industries or
currencies, investment funds, warrants and money market investments, and
hold cash (subject to the restrictions provided in the prospectus).

The fund may use derivatives with the aim of achieving investment gains,
reducing risk or managing the fund more efficiently.

Special information

Due to the unprecedented geo-political situation caused by Russia's invasion
of the Ukraine and the resultant impact of sanctions and actions of
governments and market counterparties on certain Russian issuers and
assets, the calculation of the net asset value (NAV) and the issue and
redemption of all share classes in the fund was suspended with effect from 25
February 2022 to 18 July 2022. Russian equities and equity related securities
held by the fund as of 25 February 2022 were allocated on 18 July 2022 to two

newly created share classes within the fund. Following that allocation, the fund
(through its share classes other than the two newly created classes) has no
more exposure to Russian equities and equity related securities and will not
make any further investments in Russian securities until further notice. This is
consistent with the fund's target benchmark from which all Russian equities
have been removed.

Benchmark

The fund's performance should be assessed against its target benchmark
being to exceed the MSCI Emerging Markets Europe 10/40 (Net TR) index.
The fund's investment universe is expected to overlap materially, directly or
indirectly, with the components of the target benchmark. The investment
manager invests on a discretionary basis and there are no restrictions on the
extent to which the fund's portfolio and performance may deviate from the
target benchmark. The investment manager will invest in companies or sectors
not included in the target benchmark in order to take advantage of specific
investment opportunities. The target benchmark has been selected because it
is representative of the type of investments in which the fund is likely to invest
and it is, therefore, an appropriate target in relation to the return that the fund
aims to provide.

Dealing frequency

You may redeem your investment upon demand. This fund deals daily.
Distribution policy

This share class accumulates income received from the fund's investments,

meaning it is kept in the fund and its value is reflected in the price of the share
class.

Risk factors

Concentration risk: The fund may be concentrated in a limited number of
geographical regions, industry sectors, markets and/or individual positions.
This may result in large changes in the value of the fund, both up or down.
Currency risk: The fund may lose value as a result of movements in foreign
exchange rates.

Emerging Markets & Frontier risk: Emerging markets, and especially frontier
markets, generally carry greater political, legal, counterparty, operational and
liquidity risk than developed markets.
